Projects Accomplished
[ have been reviewing our Continuity of Operations Plan (COOP) with our agencies and

updating them in preparation for our tabletop exercise next month.

We have setup two new virtual servers on the new County hosts for our terminal server
and Laserfiche. This will make the transition easier than migrating the old servers and upgrading
them. However, migrating the servers in this manner forces us to have both virtual servers on
our SAN at the same time which compounds our limited storage space issue. We will pick a date
coming up and work with Laserfiche to move their data to the new server over a weekend and
then turn off the old one. We have deployed two new laptops and are working on a 3" that will
be deployed in the next few days. We have renewed our agreement with our offsite backup
company for the year and have consolidated the accounts for the SO and the County into one.
We have renewed our agreement for our antivirus software for the coming year and will be
trying a different version from the same vendor in order to confront the malware issues we have
been facing. Incidentally, antivirus software had never been installed on the majority of our
County servers until now. We have finished deploying the new firewall for the Law
Enforcement Center and have setup geo IP blocking on both of the buildings, so we can now
block incoming and outgoing traffic by Country.

Our password change day of January 15" is coming up.

May [ attend the annual Idaho Emergency Managers Association (IEMA) conference in
Boise in the first week of February? This is the only time that the County and Tribal Emergency
Managers get together across the State in order to coordinate and exchange ideas on how we can
better the state of preparedness for all of our jurisdictions. [ have been a regional vice president
of this organization for the last 8 years and will be stepping down in order to have more time to
accomplish the County’s IT objectives.

Our severe winter weather tabletop exercise is coming up on February 17" at 9:30 AM in
the BOCC chambers of the courthouse. This will be our multi agency exercise for the year.

Precinets. Please make a motion to approve Resolution 2011-0111A4 establishing election precincts in
Teton County. The only change from the previous precinct map is the re-numbering of Precincts #6 and
7 as discussed during your December 28, 2015 meeting. pp-2-4

Commissioner District boundaries. Please make a motion to approve Resolution 2011-0111B
establishing Commissioner District boundaries for the 2016 elections. The boundaries are unchanged
from those established in 2012 and 2014. pp-5 -7

Number of Ballots to Order. IC 34-902 requires Commissioners to authorize a suitable number of
ballots and we need to place our order for the March 8 Presidential Primary election. The Idaho
Republican Party and Constitutional Party will participate in this election, but the Idaho Democratic
Party will caucus to select their Presidential candidate. I recommend that we order enough Republican
ballots to accommodate 50% of the registered Republicans plus 50 Constitutional Party ballots for each
precinet (400 total). Please make a motion authorizing the number of ballots to order.

FY 2016 budget for Fund 82 Fairgrounds/Fair, The Fair Board continues to refine their budgeting
process and has requested changes to make their FY 2016 budget more accurate. The changes are
itemized on the attached spreadsheets. (Please note that some of these changes are due to errors in my
office and that I greatly appreciate the Fair Board’s cooperation and desire to understand and follow the
correct budget procedures.)

State Line.

ORDERING A SPECIAL ROAD & BRIDGE LEVY ELECTION
TO BE HELD MAY 20, 2014

At a meeting of the Board of Teton County Commissioners, State of Idaho, on the 10" day of March, 2014,
the following Resolution was unaniinously adopted, to-wit:

A Resolution of the Teton Couniy Board of Cotnfy Commissioners ordering a special election fo be
held on the question of authorizing a special tax levy for two (2) years only in an amount noi fo
exceed one million dollars (31,000,000) per year to improve county infrastructure maintained by the
Road and Bridge Departments of Teton County, and of the cities of Driggs, Victor and Tetonia;
establishing the date, timie and place of the election; approving the form af ballot; and providing an
effective dale.

WHEREAS, the transportation system in Teton County, and within the cities of Driggs, Victor and
Tetonia, is critical infrastrueture for the public health and welfare and for the movement of people,
goods and services around and throughout the County and the Cities;

WHEREAS, sufficient funding is not available for the maintenance and improvement of this
infrastructure in Teton County and within the cities of Driggs, Victor and Tetonia;

WHEREAS, the County has determined it advisable to provide additional funding for County
infiastructure through the certification of an additional levy on the taxable property in the County as
provided in Section 40-801 Idaho Code, which levy is limited to .002 of the market value for
assessment purposes, provided that fifty percent of funds collected from property within the limits of
any incorporated city be apportioned to that city;

WHEREAS, the County has determined it to be in the best interests of all county citizens to apportion
one hundred percent of the special lovy funds collected from property within an incorporated city to
that incorporated city; and

WHEREAS, because such levy will cause the County’s budget to be in excess of the limitation
contained in Section 63-802(1), Idaho Code, the County proposes to submit to the qualified voters of
Teton County, Idaho the question of approval of such levy pursuant to the provisions of Section 63-
802(3), Idaho Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:
Section 1. That a special election is hereby called to be held in Teton County, Idaho, on Tuesday, May

20, 2014, for the purpose of submitting to the qualified electors of the County the proposition set forth
in the form of ballot appearing in Section 4 hereof.

Seetion 2. That the special election shall be conducted by the County Clerk in accordance with all

election laws of the State of Idaho.

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Section 3, That the special election results shall be certified on May 27, 2014, If approved, the
additional levy on all taxable property in Teton County Idaho for twa (2) years only in an amount not
to exceed $1,000,000 per year shall be levied annually at the time and in the manner as general taxes
for said County are levied for fiscal years beginning October 1, 2014 and October 1, 2015,

Chairman Leake called the meeting to order at 9:00 am. He reviewed comments from the Town Hall meeting on
December 2™, 2015 regarding the Solid Waste Fee (SWF). He also reviewed applicable state statutes that support the need
for a solid waste disposal system. There were about 12 members of the public in attendance

After reviewing the state statutes each commissioner weighed in on the issue. Commissioner Riegel felt that assessing the
SWF the way they did for FY 2015 made sense and was legal. However, going forward, if there was a need to explore
different strategies, they could consider a different ratio of solid waste fees to tipping fees to cover the costs, a graduated
scale for solid waste fees, or possibly exempt parcels that are not developable at all from paying the SWF. Commissioner
Park noted that throughout this process he learned a lot about the complexities of parcels that was not clear to him before.
He appreciated all of the input from the public on the issue. He suggested that perhaps they could look at having all
commercial and residential property owners pay for the solid waste disposal system together and only charge tipping fees
at the Transfer Station to those vehicles with out of county license plates. Commissioner Leake felt that every property
owner benefits from having a transfer station whether there is a building on the land or not. However, they might consider
looking at charging the SWF on a graduated scale depending on property type. Assessor Beard noted that assessing the fee
based on property type would be very difficult however basing the fee on assessed value would be much more feasible.

Mark Ricks,felt that the fees should be reasonably attached to land use. Mark Ricks also asked why the Board of County
Commissioners (BoCC) is assessing this fee differently than 43 other counties in the state. Brent Robson, noted that land
does not create garbage, people do. He questioned whether businesses had complained about how they were being
charged before. He felt that the commissioners assumed there was a problem when in fact, there wasn’t.

There was also some discussion about significantly raising tipping fees at the Transfer Station. However, there was
concern by all commissioners that increased tipping fees would only encourage illegal dumping which could compromise
the health and safety of Teton County residents.

NEXT STEPS: The BoCC agreed to complete the following to help decide how fees will be assessed for FY2016
Look at the possibility of increasing tipping fees at the transfer station.
Explore options for a graduated SWF applied to all parcels.
Explore options for paying for the operation of the solid waste system through an ad valorem tax.
Look at what it would cost to equally distribute SWF between commercial and residential property owners.
Contact other counties in Idaho to determine how they assess SWF.
Explore better ways of involving the public on important decisions such as the SWF.




The Board of County Commissioners stated that when this research is complete, they will hold another public meeting to
discuss their findings.

The following suggestions were made to the BoCC by members of the public regarding the future of the SWF.
1. Consider options for outside legal advice.
2. Research the state standard for commercial property owners paying a SWF.
3. Look into permits needed, according to state statute, for individuals to process their own garbage.
4. Calculate the number of parcels that paid the SWF in protest for FY2015.

Packsaddle Road Proposed Extension to Highway 33 (Scenic Parkway) Discussion

Chairman Leake began the discussion by reviewing the summary of letters and comments from the public regarding the
proposed road extension provided by Public Works Director, Darryl Johnson.

Commissioner Leake questioned that if the County adopted this road as requested, what impact it would have on the Road
and Bridge Department’s workload. Specifically, he wanted to know what tasks would have to be eliminated in order to
maintain the new road.

Commissioner Riegel asked about the Idaho Department of Transportation’s suggestion to complete a traffic study in the
area to determine if turn lanes are necessary. She felt that the study should begin soon and wanted to know who would pay
for that as well as turn lanes if they were deemed necessary. Commissioner Riegel also asked about the need for a 3™
party review of the geotechnical conditions of the road. She wanted to know who would pay for that as well as paying for
the reclamation of the existing right-of-way if abandoned. She stressed that if the County adopts this road, they really need
to know all costs and impacts. Other potential costs noted were the BLM Environmental Analysis (EA).

Mr. Johnson noted that prior to working for the County he was hired to review the construction of the road and felt that it
was being built to meet all County requirements. After being hired on as the Public Works Director with the County, he
has continued to monitor the construction of public part of the road. Drew Meppen, Benchmark Land Surveying, noted
that during construction of the road they had obtained all required permits and had agreed to build the road, on all
sections, to County standards.

After much discussion on all issues surrounding the possible adoption of the road, the Board of County Commissioners
asked Mr. Johnson to complete the following to demonstrate total costs and impacts of the project to the County:

Complete an alternatives analysis study.

Complete a mitigation plan for all concerns raised through public comments.

Inquire about the cost of a 3™ party geotechnical inspection.

Provide a reclamation plan for any abandoned road right-of-way.

Estimate costs of the BLM EA.

Discuss expenses with owner to see what he is willing to pay for.

Determine if the money received from the state is enough to cover the costs of the road maintenance.

What are the total costs for the County for taking over the road and what will have to be deleted from the current
Road and Bridge Department work load in taking on this project?

Mr. Johnson felt that he could complete that list and provide the findings to the BoCC within a month to six weeks. Drew
Meppen suggested that all requests to the owner be addressed in writing so that it is on record.

MOTION. At 11:52 am Commissioner Park made a motion to adjourn. Motion seconded by Commissioner Riegel
and carried unanimously.

Chairman Leake called the meeting to order at 9:02 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

PLANNING, BUILDING & WEEDS

The Board reviewed information provided by Planning Administrator Jason Boal (Attachment #1). They agreed
with his request to change the title of the new weed employee to “Weed Superintendent/Natural Resource
Specialist” in order to comply with State Statute 22-2405.

RECREATION PLANNER. The Board discussed the information and options outlined by Mr. Boal and
decided to hire a pay grade 8 Recreation Planner. The job will be advertised as a temporary, 19 hour per week
position with no benefits. The pay range will be $20.09-$23.36 per hour with the exact pay rate depending upon
the qualification and experience of the applicant selected. Any employment offer will make it clear that the
hourly rate may change if the job becomes a permanent position with benefits in the future. The Board
authorized Mr. Boal to begin advertising the position.

OPEN MIC

No one present wished to speak at Open Mic.

CLERK

The Board reviewed the memo provided by Clerk Hansen (Attachment #2). They agreed to change the Precinct
numbers as recommended and will adopt a formal resolution January 11. Commissioner Riegel will coordinate
establishment of an Employee Committee with HR manager Janette Burr. Clerk Hansen will propose a future
modification to the Employee Manual to re-instate the PTO carryover provision erroneously removed this year.

® MOTION. Commissioner Riegel made a motion to approve the polling places for all 2016 elections as
currently utilized and as outlined in the Clerk’s memo. Motion seconded by Commissioner Park and carried

unanimously.

® MOTION. Chairman Leake made a motion to approve the Annual Road and Street Financial Report for FY
2015. Motion seconded by Commissioner Park and carried unanimously. (Attachment #3)

COMMISSIONERS

2015 ACCOMPLISHMENTS & 2016 PRIORITIES. Chairman Leake distributed a draft update of the
Commissioners’ priority list showing the items that had been completed during 2015 (Attachment #4). The
Board discussed several possible changes, clarifications and additions. Commissioner Riegel said she would like
the Board to continue supporting education by collaborating with the School Board as appropriate and by
evaluating the effectiveness of the county-funded 4H educational/leadership program. The document will be
updated and discussed again in a future meeting.

ADMINISTRATIVE
® MOTION. Chairman Leake made a motion to approve the minutes of December 2 as corrected. Motion
seconded by Commissioner Riegel and carried unanimously.

® MOTION. Commissioner Riegel made a motion to approve the December 14 minutes as presented. Motion
seconded by Commissioner Park and carried unanimously.

2016 SCHEDULE. The Board discussed their 2016 meeting, work session, town hall meeting and
conference/training schedule. All three plan to attend the Feb. 2-4 [AC legislative conference in Boise. They agreed
it would be appropriate for Chairman Leake to represent the county at a Department of Commerce training session
in Boise January 19. They decided to dedicate the Centennial Eagle plaza at 1 pm on Monday, January 25.
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MEETING MINUTES & RECORDINGS. The Board discussed the Attorney General’s Open Meeting
guidelines and decided the law required written minutes to be available for Town Hall meetings. Those meetings
can be very brief, however, since no decisions are made. County Executive Assistant Holly Wolgamott suggested
that the county reinstate the recording of Commissioner meetings and explained that software was now available
that could greatly simplify the task. Prosecutor Spitzer pointed out that the county would be creating a public
record that was not required and Commissioner Park said he preferred not to record the meetings. The Board may
decide to record specific meetings or work sessions and asked Ms. Wolgamott to investigate available software
costs for a future discussion during the budget setting process. Regarding the bi-monthly Council of Government
meetings with the city Mayors, the Board agreed that the Chairman should generally be the sole county
representative at those meetings. However, certain agenda items, such as Affordable Housing, may require the
presence of other Commissioners, in which case the meeting must be properly noticed and minutes available.

GIS WORK FOR USFS & VICTOR. The Board discussed GIS Coordinator Rob Marin’s email regarding
requests for GIS assistance with the Southern Valley Recreation Project, which is developing a recreational trail
plan for National Forest lands just outside of Victor.

® MOTION. Chairman Leake made a motion authorizing the GIS Coordinator to do work for Victor and the
USFS as outlined by Mr. Marin. Motion seconded by Commissioner Park and carried unanimously.

SOCIAL MEDIA & COUNTY LOGO. Ms. Wolgamott said the county’s new Facebook page is now active. She
is exploring ways to coordinate with the Sheriff’s Facebook page, which has 2,000 followers. Ms. Wolgamott has
received several questions regarding continued use of the Centennial logo and asked for guidance. The Board
agreed that the Centennial logo was generally more attractive than the standard logo, but identified several aspects
needing modification if it were to become the county-wide logo after the Centennial year ended. Ms. Wolgamott
will work with Fall Line Design to make the desired changes and will provide an updated logo to all departments
before the county’s centennial year ends in late January.

® MOTION. Commissioner Park made a motion to approve the claims as presented. Motion seconded by
Commissioner Riegel and carried unanimously.
