Projects Accomplished

On December 29th the Teton County Mosquito Abatement District Board of Trustees approved the renewal of the contract with their current vendor VDCI for 2011-2012.  The only modifications to the renewed contract were the payment amounts and payment dates.  The option of renewal of the contract for two 2 year increments was a clause in the original contract.  

Out of curiosity I went back to see the total amount of grant funding I have secured and/or managed since I was hired here 3 and 1/2 years ago and I was surprised to see that it is currently $1,442,096.06.  That doesn't include the value of training we have sent people to or been able to get to come out here or the value of other advantageous arrangements I have been able to secure for the County such as housing of public safety radio equipment at no cost.

On December 15th we had a grant monitoring visit from the Idaho Bureau of Homeland Security and we passed with no problems.  They come out every other year or so to ensure that proper grant tracking procedures are in place for each County.

We have been given the green light to proceed with our grant purchases we are getting from the ASPR group for this year.  The projects include disposable sleeping bags for the cots we got last year, a big generator to power the alternate care center for the hospital, a HAM radio project that will provide an alternate means of communication between all of the hospitals in the region and a morgue type cooler.


We have begun the EOP revision process with a kickoff meeting at our January 4th LEPC meeting.  We will be adding new hazard specific annexes, revising the Emergency Support Functions to be more operational, and including some new supplemental annexes.  We will be utilizing a web based tool to revise and host the plan.  This tool will make it easier to receive feedback, link between plans, and update the plan between major revisions.
Upcoming Projects


On February and March 23rd and 24th we will have two Incident Command System classes, ICS 300 & 400.  These are each 2 day classes that go over the upper level management of incidents and we will be utilizing two of our local Fire District trainers and an outside instructor as well.

I have finally been able to get enough participants to have a Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) class here in Teton County.  The class participants will mostly be employees and their families from the County.  I am also trying to get the Cities employees and families in the same class.  The class will take place on 3 Saturdays in February and will focus on hands-on training for what citizens can do to help themselves and their neighbors during a disaster.
