1. Review and approve meeting minutes from SC Meeting #5 and joint SC + CC Meeting #6 (10 min)
a. The committee members present reviewed the minutes.  There were no questions or desired changes to the minutes.
b. Vote to Approve:  Due to lack of a quorum we were not able to vote on the minutes
c. It was requested the committee members send any comments to Tim and he will add them to the draft minutes and have a subsequent vote at the next sub-committee meeting.
2. Framework Maps Presentation (30 min)

a. Presentation and summary of “big ideas” included on 3 Framework Maps that were developed by Team 2020 based on the preliminary maps created during the Framework Workshop on October 26th.   See following summary of the Framework Maps. 
b. Angie explained the next steps after tonight’s meeting.
i. These maps with the updated information will be reviewed at the next Core Committee meeting on December 1st.
ii. Those results will then be presented to the public at an open house on December 6th
c. Angie Rutherford proceeded to address each map individually to the committee members.
d. Each map two to three layers of maps as well as keys that needed to be explained.
e. Rather than going over all three maps and then coming back to each map the committee made direct remarks to Angie and those were written down on the notes pages next each map.  This was essentially part 3 of the agenda.  Please see below.
f. At the end of the meeting a map was drawn on Framework three that addresses some trail suggestions
3. Framework Maps Review & Feedback (60 min - 20 min each map)

a. Refinement of “big ideas”.  Review all Framework Maps and identify ideas on each plan that are most aligned with the community’s adopted Vision Document.

i. Leave written comments or dots on the clear film provided over the Framework Maps.
ii. Leave written comments on the blank sheets provided for each Framework.
4. Following is a partial list of topics address.  For a complete list notes were taken on large pads next to each map.

a. It was requested that a price tag for significant projects, i.e. a new Rec Center, needs to be developed so that the public will understand some of the larger cost items
b. There was a lack of notes on all three Frameworks specifically addressing transportation other than trails and pathways and transit centers/stops.  Routes, location of major truck routes, information from the transportation committee vision map was missing.
c. Not all trailheads are located on the maps, i.e. fox creek, west side other than horseshoe canyon
d. There was a question of why are there maps showing more sub-divided lands when we already have lots that will not sell.
